Certificate Programs
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Program Contents

ART101‐ Fundamentals of Drawing I
The purpose of this course is to start off students in 
their journey of Visual Arts.

ART102‐ Portrait and Figure Drawing II
A comprehensive introduction to the fundamental 
principles and concepts of figure and portrait drawing 
through a series of drawing exercises using a variety 
of materials.

ART111‐ Nature, Landscape Architecture Drawing III
This course explores the amazing world of nature, 
landscape and architectural drawing.

ART121 ‐ Art History
This course provides a complete chronological survey 
of all art forms and gives a fascinating insight into the 
politics and culture of different periods of art evolu-
tion.

ART133 – Elective

ment)

ART132 ‐ Painting II
This course is intended for those students who have
completed an introduction to painting course and 
wish to further develop their visual explorations using 
acrylic or oil paint.

ART101 ‐ Fundamentals of Drawing
